	Aims: Students will create a synaesthesic image using charcoal, drawing onto paper, whilst listening to various tracks of music.

	Objectives:

1. Students will use skills and knowledge gained from previous lesson to interpret music in a visual manner.
2. Students will use skills from Art to be able to use charcoal in an appropriate manner.

	Resources: Charcoal sticks, newspaper, paper, three tracks of music, headphones, protective overalls, hair spray.

	Timing and Plan:

	2 min
	Register.

	10 min
	Introduction to task. Three different tracks of music will be played to students, they need to interpret each track on a different piece of paper using charcoal. They will need to choose one of their pieces of artwork at the end of the three tracks. this work will be continued during the rest of the lesson and they will access the corresponding track of music through the network and use headphones to listen to it and to continue the work to their satisfaction. (newspaper to protect your surfaces!)

	20  min
	Students create synaesthesic work.

	5 min
	Students choose which piece of work they like to continue and discard the other two pieces. They then access the music which relates to their drawing  and listen to it using headphones for the duration of the lesson and complete their work.

	20 min
	Show and tell of various students work, ask for feedback, both good and bad, how it could be improved, what is really good about it.

	4  min
	Huge clear up, completed work to one side, overalls in bin, hands washed. You need to spray the completed work with hairspray, this seals the charcoal.
