Session Overview

Title: 

Using PowerPoint to present research into Art History
In this unit of work you will learn how to create and format a presentation regarding the history of portraiture art. This approach could be used to research any topic.

Technical targets 
The following pages set out basic instructions for the creation of a PowerPoint presentation.   In your presentation, you should include the following technical features:

· A title slide

· Slides with bullet points

· Slides with text and pictures

· Changed background colour

· Automatic slide transitions 

· Slide animations

Content targets
For each chosen artist (in the example, there is one chosen artist from each of the last six centuries) you should include the following information:

· Name of the chosen artist

· Date of birth and death

· Name and date of the chosen picture

· A paragraph on the influences, style and background of the artist

Creating the History of Art Power Point

PowerPoint is primarily a package that allows you to create and run presentations made up of a number of slides. There are a variety of different styles of slides.

Starting a new Presentation 
When you first open Microsoft PowerPoint XP you are presented with the following screen:
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Inserting the Title Slide 
1) Move the mouse to the first box and add the title History of Portrait Painting.

2) In the subtitle box, put your name and the date.

Once you have inserted the information you want on the title slide, you need to insert a new slide. Choose ‘New Slide’ from the insert menu or press Ctrl+M on the keyboard. You could choose any of the layouts displayed on the right of the screen.
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Slides with bullet points
1. Go to the insert menu and select New Slide

Finding a suitable picture on the Internet 

Most search engines have the facility to search for pictures. (Before attempting this exercise you should first check with your systems manager that this facility is not blocked or filtered).
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 Slides with pictures
1. In order to make the presentation more attractive you can insert pieces of Clip Art.   First select this slide layout


2. Now copy the slide shown in the diagram and add a relevant picture of your choice.

Changing the background of your presentation 
You may wish to change the colour of your slide.

To do this, select Format and Background and the dialogue box opposite will appear.

1. Now Press this and select More Colours Select the colour you want and press OK
2. Use the Apply button if you only want to change the current slide or press Apply to all if you want to change all the slides to this colour

3. You can also add shadows and patterns by pressing this and selecting Fill effects
Arranging the order of your slides 
Select Slide Sorter from the View menu so that you can see all of the slides. Select the slide you want to move then, holding the left mouse button, drag it to where you want to put it. Then go the View menu and select Normal to return to normal view.
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Viewing the presentation 
To run your Slide show manually:

1. Select View show from the Slide Show menu then press the mouse button or Page Down on the keyboard to go to the next slide

2. To go back a slide press Page Up on the Keyboard or Right Click on the mouse and select Previous form the choices.

Using slide show transitions and timings 
1. Select Slide Transition from the Slide Show Menu
2. Choose from the various options. You will given the opportunity to select the transition for one slide or all your slides

3. Now go back to Slide Show and View Show and the presentation will run using the timings. 
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Slide layout 
You can choose from a number of preset Design templates

Choose Slide Design from the Format menu.  Apply your chosen layout to all slides
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You now also have the option to change colour and animation schemes

Slide Master 
Slide Master is in the view menu and is the equivalent of a header or footer in Word. Anything you place in the Slide Master will appear on all the slides

Set-up Show
Set-up show is in the Slide show menu and allows you to set various options for your show such as ‘loop continuously until escape’

In this example Google has been chosen but other search engines can be used.





Think carefully about the search words that you use as some pictures may not be the ones you are looking for!
