· Research website structures of any website visited, especially large sites.  How are hyperlinks used to 
make effective navigation through sites?

· Begin to plan the content and structure of their own Holocaust website.

	LESSON STRUCTURE

Starter 

In pairs, students recall their impressions of the reliability of Holocaust websites visited and how easy they were to navigate.
Main body of the lesson 
Students write a formal and final evaluation of the Holocaust websites visited, considering the reliability of information, the messages conveyed and the way in which information is presented.

Students use the critical analysis document and pie chart in order to complete their evaluations.

Students visit three different websites of their own choice to consider the navigation methods
Students evaluate the means of navigation and begin to consider the structure of their own websites

Brainstorm on the board of possible different structures

Students draw up a structure diagram in word of the plan for their own website on the Holocaust

Plenary 
Recap on issues covered so far in terms of interpretations, reliability, information presented and navigation / structure of sites and the effect this has.
Ask students to consider the purpose and audience for their own sites which they are to create next lesson.



	HOMEWORK
Students begin to decide upon, write and describe the purpose and audience for their Holocaust websites, as well as complete any research which will help them in terms of the site content.  Students must bring this along to their next lesson.
