Learning Objectives  


Text Level


1. To identify and discuss reasons to events in stories linked to plot Y2:T1 TL5 


2. To discuss familiar story themes and link to own experiences Y2:T1 TL6 


Sentence Level


3. To secure the use of simple sentences in own writing Y2:T2 SL9


Word Level 


4. To secure the reading and spelling of words containing different spellings of the long vowel phonemes from Year 1 Y2:T2WL1





Introduction


Share the PowerPoint showing learning objectives, activities and success criteria with the children.


Phonic Activity (word level work) - choose one of the Textease phonic activities or an appropriate activity from Progression in Phonics (PiPs).


Then begin the main body of the lesson by looking at the images of children; discuss where the children are and what the children are doing. Ask the pupils to talk about what they think has happened to the children before and after the image has been taken (using a talking partner in a given amount of time). Then ask the pupils to link the experiences in the images to their own experiences. 


Main Part of the Lesson


 Read ‘Jane Runs Away’ and talk about what the character does. Why does she behave as the does? What could she have done?  What do the children think about her actions? How was she feeling? Have any of the children experienced similar feelings?


Then use talking partners to discuss things that have happened to them that they could write about. Encourage the pairs to ask each other questions to find out more e.g. what happened? When did it happen? Who else was there? How did you feel?


Writing activity – individual writing about what they have been discussing.  Differentiation by outcome but adult support could be given to help less able children think of a sentence, say the sentence, write the sentence and read the sentence to check it before thinking of the next sentence. Depending on the ability of the children and the amount that they are able to write another writing session may be needed to finish this work.  


A more able group could write sentences on Textease, Tizzy’s First Tools or any similar program.  


Plenary


Share some good work and model giving positive feedback. Then ask the children to read their work to their writing partner (five minutes maximum) then tell each other one thing that you like about their work and one thing that could be improved. Share some of this feedback altogether on the carpet. Then return to the PowerPoint presentation.  Ask the children to assess f they think they have met the learning objectives using the success criteria.
