Learning Objectives  





1. To predict what will happen in stories & how they will end while reading with the teacher Y2:T2 TL4


2. To tell real and imagined stories using the conventions of familiar story language S&L 17


3. To secure the reading and spelling of words containing different spellings of the long vowel phonemes from Year 1 Y2:T2WL1








 





 





Introduction


Share the PowerPoint showing learning objectives, activities and success criteria with the children.


Phonic Activity (word level work) - choose one of the Textease phonic activities or an appropriate activity from Progression in Phonics (PiPs).


Use questions to recap on text level work done so far on characters and stories. Ask the children to turn to their talking partner, and then give each partner one minute to retell the story of Princess Smartypants from the last lesson. 


Main Part of the Lesson


Text Level – Whole class reading of the Princess Lazy-bones story, (PowerPoint) and discussion about the characters and plot. Then compare this to the Princess Smartpants story which was used as a model for this story.  Make a whole class Venn diagram to show what the same is and what is different in these two stories. Tell the children that the authors and illustrators of this story were year two and year three children and that the story was made into a big book.


Explain the group activities (including the organisation, purpose and audience).


All groups (differentiation by outcome with adult support for least able group)


Begin as a whole class sharing ideas for their own stories, use talking partners to discuss who the characters could be, what they will be like, where the setting could be and what could happen (setting, plot & characters). Then draw together the ideas and make notes on a large whiteboard to help the children work independently. 


Independent work – using a large sheet of paper draw a story journey. Explain to the children that they need to begin with what happens at the beginning of the story and plan in words and pictures, then draw what happens next and so on. They will need to connect the pictures with arrows or lines. The children should be told that this is planning and they should not take a lot of time to draw pictures and that they should only add words where necessary.    


Plenary


Choose two or three children (could be G&T) to tell their story in a given time (two or three minutes). Then ask the rest of the class to ask fat and skinny questions to find out more detail about the stories. 


Return to Learning objectives and the success criteria. Ask which have been achieved (use traffic lights).


An additional extended writing session will need to be planned to give the children an opportunity to use their plans to write a story or groups of children could work together to choose a plan to turn into a big book in the style of Princess Lazybones.
