Learning Objectives  


Text Level


1. To identify and discuss reasons to events in stories linked to plot Y2:T1 TL5 


2. To discuss familiar story themes and link to own experiences Y2:T1 TL6

Introduction


Share the PowerPoint showing learning objectives, activities and success criteria with the children.


Phonic Activity (word level work) - choose one of the Textease phonic activities or an appropriate activity from Progression in Phonics (PiPs).


Main Part of the Lesson


Read ‘I don’t want to tidy my Room’ (a story taken from a copy of ‘Don’t Read This Book!’ by Bel Mooney). Whilst reading the story to the children asking questions about what Kitty is like? What she has done?  Then ask higher order questions like why didn’t Kitty want to tidy her room? What did she learn from what happened to her? Does this story make you think of anything that has happened to you? Use     


Think, Pair and Share to encourage participation from all children.


Explain the written activity and use the example(s) provided to model how to make a mind-map. 


Then ask all children to produce a mind map for Kitty (an optional sheet ha been provided to print out). Less able children may need to work in a guided group and more able children may be able complete the G&T activity below as well as a mind map. A mind mapping program could also be used by a group of children (see overview).


G&T activity (or extension work for fast finishers)


Write out ‘Five Fat Questions’ to ask Kitty to find out more about the kind of things that she likes to do and why she behaves as she does.


Plenary


Choose a child to ‘Hot Seat’. Ask the child to take on the main character in our story (Kitty) and to think of something else that she has done which could be included in a story. Then the other children ask questions (fat and/or skinny) to work out what Kitty has done and why. Ask which question words are used for skinny questions and which are used for fat questions.


Return to Learning Objectives PowerPoint and remind the children of the learning objectives.  Then look at page three which identifies success criteria for the children. Ask them which have been achieved (use traffic lights) and if necessary identify a target for a future lesson.
