Daily routine project
Introduction to phrases

ma journée powerpoint.
This introduces the phrases for morning routine, gradually removing support until pupils should be able to reproduce the phrases with only an image to help them.
Consolidation of meaning

noughts – noughts and crosses. For use on Interactive Whiteboards with a class, or by pupils individually by pupils on computers.
pairs – turn over the cards to match the English and French phrases. For use on IWB with whole class, or by pupils on individual PCs.
tetris – pupils type the English meaning of the French phrases that they see. For use individually.
jigword – Match the English and French phrases. For use on IWB with whole class, or individually.
matchword – Same game as pairs.
daily routine revision flip – Pupils move the phrases to match them with the pictures. Requires Promethean Active Software. If you do not have this software, a viewer can be downloaded free from the Promethean Website - http://www.prometheanworld.com/uk/server/show/nav.3322  For use only with IWB.
xl wordsearch – a wordseach created in Excel, to be printed.
Consolidation of spelling

wordweb – For use on IWB with whole class, or individually on computers. Pupils spell out the French phrase when shown the English.
speedword – Pupils spell out the phrases against the clock. For use with whole class on IWB or by pupils individually.
wordsearch – Pupils find phrases in the grid. Best used by pupils individually.
tiletap – Pupils tap the tiles to spell the phrases in French. Best used by pupils individually.
hangman – Bright, colourful animated version of the classic game. Good with whole class on IWB or for pupils on individual PCs.
routine quiz – Pupils see an English morning routine phrase and choose the correctly spelled French version from four choices. Good with whole class or individually. Do it against the clock or with no time limit.
routine snakes – same questions and multiple choice answers as quiz, but in the form of a snakes and ladders game. One, two, three or four players. Works well as girls vs. boys in class, or pupils working in pairs on computers.
Intro to phrases with time

Daily routine with time ppt – revises the basic phrases and introduces the phrases with time. Pupils should already know how to tell the time before tackling this.
Consolidation of phrases with time

morning routine jumbled sentences – Pupils put the words in the sentence in the right order. Good on IWB with whole class, or for pupils individually.
morning routine snakes – snakes and ladders game. Checks knowledge of spelling of phrases and includes time. Good on IWB or on individual PCs. One to four player game.
morning routine triple – Same multiple choice questions as snakes and ladders game, but in the format of a kind of connect four game. If a team gets a question right they get to put a coloured counter on the grid. Aim is to get three of their coloured counters in a row.
morning routine quiz – Same multiple choice questions as above, but in the form of a quiz. With or without time limit. Good as class or individually.
daily routine flip - Pupils make sentences from words at the bottom. Includes revision of present tense –er verbs, and text from Expo daily routine chapter, for you to use as you wish. Requires Promethean Active Software for IWB.
morning routine quiz with time eng to fr – Pupils see an English routine phrase with time and choose the correct French one from four possible choices. Works well with whole class or individually.
Intro to reflexive verbs

Intro to reflexive verbs ppt – introduces reflexive pronouns for tu, il and elle. Pupils see how it’s done and then attempt it themselves.
Consolidation of reflexive verbs

noughts – noughts and crosses including il, elle and tu phrases.
pairs – matching English and French pairs including il, elle and tu phrases.
wordsearch – pupils find the words in the wordsearch grid, including il, elle and tu phrases.
hangman – pupils spell out phrases including il, elle and tu.
tetris – pupils type the English translation of the French phrases they see. Phrases include il, elle and tu.
tiletap – pupils tap out the French reflexive phrases.
letterdrop – pupils grab the letters as they pass above to spell out the French reflexive phrases. 
Please note that the spellmaster games, when downloaded, have to be saved in a separate folder along with the text document called words, in order to work properly. For more information, or to make your own spellmaster games for free, go to www.spellmaster.com
