Introduction

This project has been designed to introduce key words and phrases related to TV and film, and to extend that knowledge through reading and writing activities.  It is suitable for more able KS3 learners and for KS4 students. Resources include worksheets, interactive vocabulary games, PowerPoints, and an interactive whiteboard activity, (which requires Promethean Active Software. If you do not have this software, a viewer can be downloaded free from the Promethean Website - http://www.prometheanworld.com/uk/server/show/nav.3322 )
Activity 1 – Introduction to phrases and consolidating the meaning
Powerpoint 
Learners view the PowerPoint to introduce the 13 types of TV programme.  They then revise the vocab again using the revision link before guessing which programme type is missing from the slides in the latter part of the PowerPoint.  Animated pictures have come from www.animationfactory.com, this is a subscription only website providing high quality animations for such purposes. The kids love the stimulating images and templates!
Linguamate games 
Students can play 7 different interactive vocabulary games to practise the phrases learned from the PowerPoint and consolidate meaning. Games have been made using the highly recommended www.linguamate.com games builder – fabulous for custom-making your own vocabulary games.  This site is well worth the subscription fee.

Activity 2 – Reading comprehension, vocabulary expansion and writing 

Worksheet to be printed off and used in class as a reading comprehension followed by a writing activity using a writing frame. This could potentially be expanded upon later to form the basis of a piece of KS4 coursework. 

Linguamate quizzes

These three interactive games focus on the language learned from the reading, as well as vocab taken from Activity 1. They work well as team games on an interactive whiteboard, or can be used for individual student practice.  The multiple choice quiz can be played with or without a time limit, and there are 3 incorrect answers and one correct answer, students win a maximum of ten bananas! Both the snakes and ladders and the triple quizzes use the same words and phrases as the multi-choice quiz.  The triple quiz is a bit like Connect Four. 
Activity 3 – Reading comprehension, writing extension

Promethean ActivStudio flipchart – learning to describe a plot
Slide 1: Using the interactive whiteboard pen, Students decide on the correct indefinite article according to the gender of the word. The correct answers can be revealed by moving the black box to the right of each question. 
Slide 2: Students should try to match the Spanish with the English by moving the blue phrases to sit next to their Spanish counterparts.  This can be done using dictionary work, guesswork, prior knowledge, cognates and / or common sense.  These phrases will form the basis of the remainder of this activity so may need to be noted down at this point.

Powerpoint
Students read the plot descriptions and guess the names of the films in question.  They then follow the instructions on the final slide to create their own mini-plot descriptions for the rest of the class to “guess the film”. 
Activity 4 – Creative writing

Powerpoint: Use this PowerPoint to print off the 9 pictures and create flashcards.  Choose one of the pictures and stick it on the whiteboard to use as an example. Tell the students that the image is one from a film they have seen. Encourage them to create a profile of the film; including title, language, where it takes place, genre, plot, and for stronger students, how well they rate the movie with reasons.  Write these notes up on the whiteboard in the target language. 

Then students work in groups. Each group is handed one of the other film flashcards, be sure to stress that this flashcard is secret and they must not show it to anyone outside of their group.  They use the model on the whiteboard to help them build up a film profile for their picture in the target language. When this is completed they should write it out on a piece of paper and hand it in to the teacher.

On the data projector / IWB you should have the final slide of the PowerPoint on display. When you have all the film profiles handed in, re-distribute them so that each group has one that they have not written themselves. They then have to try to match the description with the correct picture on the whiteboard.  
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
