

History Unit 14 Medium Term Plan 





	About the unit: 

In this unit children find out about the way people lived in the ancient Greek empire. They use a range of sources, select and record information and interpret it by producing a slideshow presentation.


	Where the Unit fits in:

	This unit builds on work that the children have done on the way of life of societies in the past, e.g. Unit 8 'What were the differences between the lives of rich and poor people in Tudor times?' It offers a contrast to Unit 10 'What can we find out about ancient Egypt from what has survived?' by focusing on an ancient European civilisation. This unit could be combined with Unit 15 'How do we use ancient Greek ideas today?'

	most children will: place the ancient Greek civilisation accurately on a time line and demonstrate their understanding of BC and AD; describe important features of life in ancient Greece, and compare life in different city states; explain some of the beliefs of the ancient Greeks and why they held them; understand the reasons for and results of key events; interpret an event from one perspective and in so doing show an appreciation of other possible interpretations; select and combine information from written and archaeological sources.

	some children will have progressed further and will: compare aspects of ancient Greek civilisation and society today; compare different interpretations of events and give reasons for the differences; understand strengths of and similarities between different sources of information; select and combine information to produce extended descriptions of aspects of life in ancient Greece.

	Possible Teaching Activities

	Lesson 1
To write down information already known about Ancient Greece in a mind map.

To decide on a chosen area of research for the unit from a given list.
	Introduce the topic by showing the PowerPoint Presentation What do we know about the Ancient Greeks?  Children to complete a mind map and share their responses.  The teacher will next explain the task using another PowerPoint Presentation.   Children are then to be put into groups of 2 – 3 and they are to choose one of the 6 areas to research.
	Has each child completed a mind map?

Does each group have a research focus?

	Lesson 2

To start to research their chosen area of study using a list of web addresses as a starting point. 
	Replay the Task PowerPoint Presentation so all groups are clear about what they are going to do.  Give out the question sheets as a prompt to all groups (the children do not have to answer the sheets, they are a guide if one is needed) and the list of internet web sites that will help them find information on their chosen area of research.  Each group to look at their list of sites and either complete the question sheet, make notes on important information that they have found or both.  At the end of the session each group to tell the rest of the class one piece of information that they have found.
	Has each group got one piece of information to feedback to the rest of the class?
Has each group either completed the question sheet or made notes on a separate piece of paper?

	Lesson 3

To find relevant information using a search engine.
	Start the session by reviewing the task (highlight at least 6 slides  need to be in the slideshow presentation so at least 6 pieces of relevant information needs to be found) and what each group should have achieved last lesson – started to gather information about their chosen area of research.   This session is for the groups to complete looking at the list of web addresses given and find new sites of their own using a search engine.  Again complete the session by asking each group to tell the rest of the class a piece of information that they have found.
* Children can start to collect images from the internet to use in their presentations; however, copyrights must be clearly explained.
	Has each group collected information from sites they have selected themselves?

	Lesson 4

To collect none copyright images for their presentations.
	This is the final session for children to find relevant and interesting information for their slide show presentation and this must be stressed at the start of the lesson.  Children are to use this lesson to find that last piece of information and collect images for the presentation.  At the end of the session select 2 – 3 groups and get them to show 1 image what they have found and explain its relevance to their topic.
*copyright issues must be made clear.

	Has each group collected images to use in their presentation?


	Lesson 5

To plan the slide show presentation.
	Replay the Task PowerPoint Presentation and focus on Slide 3 – at least 6 slides.  As a whole class discuss the basic format that the presentation needs to take – title slide then a minimum of 6 information slides.  Ask the children what makes a good slide show – clear information, images, animation, reveal and hide etc.  In groups children look at their information and plan what is to be included in their presentation – groups to complete a presentation proforma.

	Has each group completed the proforma and have a minimum of 6 slides?

	Lesson 6
To complete a slide show presentation relating to their chosen area of research on the Ancient Greeks.
	Lesson 6 is a 2 session lesson.  Both session  need to start with the teacher making it clear that 2 session are all that will be allocated for this section of the topic – the writing of the presentation – and that at the end of the 2 sessions all groups will show their presentations to the whole class.  Groups then work independently, using their plan, to complete the presentation.

	Has each group completed their slide show presentation?

	Lesson 7
To present their work confidently and effectively.  To evaluate their project.

	Replay the Task PowerPoint Presentation.  Each group shows their slide show presentation to the rest of the class.  At the end of  presentations each group needs to complete the evaluation sheet
	Has each group shown a completed slide show presentation?

Has each group completed the evaluation sheet?

	Lesson 8
To appraise a text quickly and effectively: to retrieve information from it: to find information quickly and evaluate its value.
	The topic is completed by the children attempting a Cyber quest.  The Cyber quest is introduced using a PowerPoint Presentation explain what a Cyber quest is.  The questions are distributed and children attempt the quest.  Whilst the groups are working on the Cyber quest the teacher will have the opportunity to discuss the evaluation sheet with each group comparing their answers and the improvements that the children suggested to improve their projects.  Answers to the questions are given at the end of the session.
	Have the children completed, accurately, the Cyber quest?
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
