	The Great Fire of London - Lesson Plan 3


	Key Question

Why did the fire spread so far and stay alight for so long?


	Learning Objectives

1. About the main events of the fire.
2. Why the fire spread so far for so long.

3. About the results of the fire.



	Lesson starter

To find out what the children have learnt so far tell them that the answer to a question is “The Great Fire of London”. Ask the pupils to think of a question that would match this answer (could be done as a circle with all pupils taking part, or talking in pairs or written onto whiteboards). 

Then list reasons why the fire spread so rapidly.
Role-play a scene where the pupils are portraying people at the time escaping the fire. Ask where they are going? What are they taking with them? Who are they taking with them? How do they feel?

Main part of the lesson

Look at the poem template (on a whiteboard if possible). Discuss the layout of the poem (three verses, four lines in each verse, repeated text) etc. You may want to delete the end of the first line of each verse as they are just an example or you may want to change these as a whole class. Explain to the pupils that they need to show that they understand what happened during the fire in their poem. Then use the template (either on a computer with pupils completing the lines or as a printed worksheet) to write a poem. If pupils are working straight onto a computer they will be able to add new lines. 
G&T activity Plus, Minus, Interesting (PMI – pupils brainstorm or list what they have learnt about the fire) then they categorize their ideas into:

Plus – what positives came out of the fire

Minus – what negatives came out of the fire

Interesting – interesting facts that are neither pluses nor negatives.  
Plenary

Read some of the poems and discuss what they tell us about the fire. Which poems give the most information? In pairs share their poems and think of one thing that they like about each others poems.
