How Science Works – Changing Variables


Dissolving sugar – Amount of water
Collect the following equipment:

· 1 x 100ml beaker

· 1 x 250ml beaker

· 1 x 400ml beaker

· 1 x thermometer

· 1 x stop clock

· 3 x sugar sample

1. Fill the 100ml beaker to the top graduation (100ml) with water from the tap.

2. Take the temperature and record.

3. Add one of the sugar samples and start stop clock.

4. Stop the clock when you can no longer see any granules of sugar.

5. Record the time.

6. Repeat with the other two beakers.

YOU MUST CONTROL:

·  Temperature of water – check with the thermometer before adding your sugar that the temperature of the tap water is within just a couple of degrees for each test.
·  Type of sugar – make sure all three sugar samples are of the same type of sugar.

·  Stirring – do NOT stir your samples.
