	The Big picture 
Working out the costing of the redevelopment.

	Objectives 

To be able to work out the costing of the interior design of a room.
	Learning Outcomes 
Each pupil to work out the costing of one room. The group needs to collate all the information/ costing to produce a spreadsheet.


	

	Lesson Activities: 

Introduction to section
Explain to pupils that they will be working out the costing.

Case study – Working out the costing of a bedroom

· Guessing the costs of different pieces of furniture. Use whiteboards to guess prices. (estimating skills)

· Working out sub totals, VAT and totals for the furniture (addition and percentages)

· Working out the cost of the carpet (application of area and multiplication skills)

· Working out the cost of the walls (application of area and multiplication skills)

· Working out the total bill. This will include estimates and percentage charges of labour (application of addition, estimation and percentages)

Task

Explain the task to the pupils as a class. Each pupil must choose one room. They must work out all the costs. Make the case study available for pupils to look at. Pupils may want to choose the interior designs from catalogues/ internet. They may produce a mood board showing their interior design.

As a group pupils need to collate the costing and work out an estimate for the whole project.
