	The Big picture 
Pupils have now drawn charts. This lesson will show them how to interpret charts.

	Objectives 

To understand how charts can be misleading.
To know how to interpret charts.

	Learning Outcomes 
All to have interpreted the charts that they drew in the previous lesson.


	Key words
Charts, misleading, interpret

	Lesson Activities: 

Starter
Use the power point ‘misleading graphs.’

As a class discuss how the charts could be misleading.

Main one

Go through power point ‘interpreting charts’ as a class. Discuss whether the statements are correct. If the statements are incorrect prompt discussions on what the statements should be. If they are correct discuss what other statements could be made regarding the charts?

Main two

Each pupil to interpret their charts. They must write at least four statements about their charts.

Plenary

Each group must collect all their charts and discuss what they have found. How will this influence their decisions? Have the surveys/ questionnaire shown them any important findings?
