Writing a proposal for the re development

	Objectives 

To write a proposal for the re development.
To understand the concept of persuasive writing.

	Learning Outcomes 
Each pupil to have written part of the proposal.


	Key words
Persuasive, Summary, Background, Market analysis, Solution, Aims, Objectives

	Lesson Activities: 

Starter
‘Mud from Glastonbury.’ First slide on power point. It might be appropriate to print off for pupils who find reading difficult. This introduces pupils to the concept of persuasive writing.

Main One

Using the power point as a prompt look at persuasive writing. Pupils may be given the handout at this stage.

Main Two

Looking at the different parts of the proposal. Each pupil in the group must take one part of the proposal. Go through all the different parts of the proposal using the power point. It may be appropriate at this time to give the pupils the ‘writing a proposal’ handout.
Pupils to start to write their section. Writing vocabulary may be given to the lower ability pupils.

Plenary

Each group to type all the different parts of the proposal onto one computer.


	Extra Provision for students
Extra writing vocabulary worksheet available for lower ability pupils.
Use extra handouts to help pupils.

Finish proposal. Send to one group member so that they can put it together.
