Research

Once you have decided on what you want to turn the building into, you need to research the local area.

This may include other types of property in the area, local amenities and what the house prices are in the area.

Print of information which you may find useful. One person in each group must collate (put together) the information in either a folder or via a spider diagram.

Some useful sites

www.google.co.uk – a general search engine. Put in the area where your building is. This will bring up places of interest.

www.wikipedia.co.uk – good for more specific information. This may include the history.

www.upmystreet.co.uk – This will tell you about the people in the area. This may include employment rates, average wages, education, average age etc

www.rightmove.co.uk – This will tell you houses that are for sale/ rent in the area. Will give you a good idea of how much you could sell/ rent your building for.

www.wunderground.com – This will tell you about weather in the area.
