Evaluate the effectiveness and likely impact on the reader of their writing by using the editing, proofreading and reviewing process, and revise as necessary.

Develop our rhetoric with the use of ……

	Starter
	Show pupils a chocolate bar or biscuit.

Their task is to write a quick paragraph that convinces you, an LSA, or another pupil to buy it.  The challenge is to use the rhetorical features discussed in the last few lessons.

Randomly pick pupils to step up to the challenge.  In order to prepare them for the speaking and listening element of this unit, it may be appropriate to ask pupils to come to the front.

The class should now vote for the best use of rhetoric and award the prize.  Others should also get runner up prizes.
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	Intro
	Introduce the L.O. and explain that they have begun to complete the first L.O already, but it will be an important feature of the lesson.

Pupils write the L.O. on a post-it and keep it nearby – ensure they leave space for more L.O.s to be written on it.

Show pupils 3 examples of rhetoric from the work they completed last lesson.  In pairs, give each paragraph a positive comment.  Avoid targets for improvement at this point.

Feedback and list the things done well.

	Development
	1. Return to the shortest response and discuss how we could improve it.

2. Model extension of the argument and use of complex sentences, connectives and forceful language.  Discuss whether pupils feel these were things they did in their writing last week.  Add them to their post-it.
3. Now, ask pupils to look at the targets given by me and add one of these to their post-it so that it is personalised.

4. Ask pupils to choose one of their paragraphs and write down the topic sentence in their planners.  Collect in books and hand out laptops.  Pupils stick their L.O.s onto laptops.
5. Referring back to their personalised L.O. pupils now re-write their paragraph using the idea given.  Also, refer them back to the rhetoric mat.
6. Pupils stop and in silence, re-read their work, again, with constant reference to their L.O. tick if they feel they have achieved them.

7. Complete the exit card to allow self assessment.

	Randomly pick pupils to read their work aloud and offer immediate feedback.
