	Rhetorical Device
	Definition

	Logos
	Using logic to convince of a point of view.  



	Pathos
	Appealing to the audience’s emotions – usually to make them feel sympathy.



	Facts
	Giving clear evidence that cannot be disproved.



	Personal Pronouns
	The use of ‘I’, ‘you’, ‘we’ to involve the reader,



	Disprove other points of view
	Show the counter argument then use a contrasting connective (like ‘but’, ‘however’, ‘yet’) to show it is incorrect.

	Rhetorical Questions
	A question is asked of the audience that they do not need to answer, but requires them to think about it.

	Forceful Language
	Strong language to create drama or shock the audience.



	Anaphora
	Repetition of a word or phrase at the start of sentences, within sentences or within paragraphs.



	Flattery/Respect
	Making the audience feel good about themselves.
