	Explain to pupils that they will be performing their speeches to persuade aliens not to blow up the earth and that whilst they will be judged on the quality of their words, they will also be judged on their performance.

	Development
	1. Ask pupils to list the skills used by these people in their speeches and feedback by creating a list on the board.

2. Show pupils the evaluation sheet that works out National Curriculum levels.  How does it compare to their own ideas?
3. As a group, complete an evaluation for the Homer Simpson clip.  

4. Next, pupils complete the evaluation for the other two speeches.  It will be necessary to watch the clips again.

5. Feedback the comments given and highlight a few ideas, suggesting ideas about scripts, visual aids etc.  

6. Refer pupils back to their completed speeches that will hopefully save the world through the power of language.  Allow pupils to choose who they work with and practise reading their speeches aloud.
