	Helpful Hints with the reading questions

· In non-fiction texts identify the message being conveyed/the reason it has been written

· Understand the impact of layout (is it clear, what stands out) and visuals used

· Be able to analyse the effectiveness of the language used 

	Language techniques used in non-fiction

· Imagery – similes, metaphors, alliteration, hyperboles, personification, assonance, sibilance, onomatopoeia, oxymoron…and the effects
· Other techniques – short, sharp sentences = to emphasise a point; exclamation marks; repetition = to emphasise a point; lots of commas to speed up when writing action sequences; strong, shocking, emotional language



	Media texts

· You must identify the purpose and the target audience 

· You must be able to analyse how the layout, the fonts, the headlines, subheadings…persuade

· You must be able to analyse how the visuals persuade (and any colours used)

· You must be able to analyse how the actual body of text persuades



	Some Persuasive techniques used in Media Texts

· Hyperbolic language = the language of exaggeration

· Images (visuals) with impact

· Metaphors and similes

· Opinions from experts = audience more likely to believe what an expert says

· Headlines and subheadings which stand out

· Graphics = interesting fonts and colours

· Strong, shocking, emotional language = emotive language

· Eye-witness reports = if someone was there the audience are more likely to believe them

· Talk directly to the audience = this makes them feel important

· Repetition

· Short, sharp sentences to emphasise a point

· Use of numerical fact (statistics and figures) = audience more likely to believe this

	General tips on Writing:

· Plan your work by brainstorming

· Turn each arm on your brainstorm into a paragraph in your essay

· Add on an introduction and a conclusion

· Begin each paragraph with a connective + a comma + try also to use some connectives within a sentence

· Begin each paragraph with a topic sentence = this is a sentence which literally outlines what the paragraph is going to be about

· Use formal language and sophisticated vocabulary

· Pay attention to your spelling and your punctuation

	Sample paragraph:  writing to argue.

Finally, fox hunting is wrong because it causes much distress to the fox.  It has been proved by animal rights campaigners that foxes do suffer immense trauma when being chased by hounds.  The foxes found have been in undeniable shock and have consequently, been shivering uncontrollably and have often died, in the arms of their rescuers as a result of this shock.
