This resource is an A Level coursework resource.  It is designed for the AQA A Level English Literature (A) specification.  It forms the response to a prose text and is designed to be a separate assignment from the one based on a drama text.
It is obviously for the module on:  Literature of World War One.

It does contain many activities which build upon study skills required for A-Level responses to texts.

The resource is power point driven, the power point can be used as a focal point in lessons as well as containing images for discussion and activities to complete.  All of the other resources are hyperlinked from the power point and these too (despite being in word format) can be used on an IWB as a discussion point and as a visual aid to learning.

The study booklets attached will enable students to have a full understanding of such a large, rich text.  There is some generic study sheets attached too about studying prose.  In addition, attached is a guide to the assignment which is designed to form a structured response guide.  For exact assessment criteria and assessment objectives for this coursework assignment this is to be found in the syllabus (either on-line at AQA’s website or in a hard copy of the syllabus).

Among the resources is a research project that is designed to give students a solid contextual base from which to begin their studies into the literature of World War One.  

There are some links to wider reading throughout the study of Birdsong but wider reading itself is a separate scheme that prepares students for their examination.

The study of Birdsong should take up around twelve weeks of study time (based on 3 hours a week) and will require students to read much of the novel in their own time.
