	Ask students for definition of words listed on lesson 1 PowerPoint, e.g. hyperlink, banner, home page.
	Play ‘Don’t suffer in silence’ clip and explain that students will be creating a website for this campaign. Website will provide information and advice on bullying for all students in the school.
	Students use internet search engine or follow suggested links and find and evaluate three current bullying websites, filling in evaluation Word document 1.2
	Ask students what makes a good/bad webpage, giving examples to support their points.
Print or save work.
	Write a brief explanation of what makes a good inform/advise website.

	In pairs, students write a detailed definition of bullying in 25 words or less. Teacher hears examples and types up a collective definition on IWb. Save for later reference.
	Quick mindmap on board of common features of inform/advise webpages. Explain that students will be using internet to copy and paste examples of these features into Word, along with a brief explanation as to why each feature is important.
	Students create an appropriate Word document to include the name of each feature, a small example and a brief explanation.
Display 2.2 if needed as an example
	Which are the essential features of an inform/advise webpage?
Students reorder their Word document in order of perceived importance and compare results with rest of class.

Save work done.
	

	Lesson 3


	Recap key conventions of webpages by questioning students. Could display mindmap from last lesson to evaluate recall or add additional items.
	Outline differences between inform and advise. What are conventions of each?
Students try to find an example of each from a bullying website – come to IWb and display to rest of class, underlining use of conventions.

	Using existing bullying sites for guidance, students write information and advice for fellow students in Word. Stress this is not a ‘copy and paste’ activity – must be mostly original and relevant to the school, its’ students and the local community.
	Hear some examples from students who feel that they have some very specific information/ advice forfellow students. Class evaluate and give feedback.
Will need to print or save work done.

	Students plan a brief outline of their proposed webpage for discussion with partner(s) next lesson.

	Students finish website pages and prepare themselves for the presentation, ensuring that they cover all the areas covered by 6.1
	Are all students ready for the presentation? Can they suggest any do’s or don’ts when presenting?
	Students to ensure they are ready for presentation next lesson.

	Lesson 6
6.1 Word

	Students recap and demonstrate effective techniques when presenting to class
	Hand out copies of 6.1 and assign each group another group to evaluate.
Students print off copy of their final website in advance for teacher.
	Students present websites to rest of class, highlighting key areas from 6.1
	Which group was most /least successful? Why? Which website would be best suited to the audience and purpose? 
	Write a brief summary of how your website is appropriate for the audience and purpose.
