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= TEACHER MARK SCHEME
The following mark scheme should be used when marking pupils’ video assessment analysis papers. The allocated marking should be used as a guide when awarding marks. Teachers should also use their professional judgment and award other suitable examples or explanations to the video assessment footage.

1) Watch the video clip of a football training session. What has the teacher done differently with regards to the set up of the game? What do you think the teacher is trying to achieve by making this change? (2 marks)

· Instead of having a throw in when the ball leaves the pitch a kick in has been introduced. / This can be done to try and keep the ball on the floor, encouraging better football to be played / and keep hold of possession for longer.  
· The teacher has changed the way in which teams score goals. He has made it so a goal can be scored in two places (4 goals, two goals per team), either in the left hand corner of the pitch or right hand corner. This has been done to try and encourage the team to use the width of the pitch more.

2) Watch the above video clip. The red team score a goal because of a mistake made by the last defender. What could he have done differently? Pay particular attention to the height of the ball (1 mark).

· The defender could have headed the ball earlier / before the ball bounced. 

· Letting a ball bounce when defending can give the attacker an advantage as they have more time to close you down and attack the ball.

3) Replay the clip, the attacker in red strikes the ball on the half volley and scores a goal. What teaching points would you give a youngster when coaching volleying as a skill? (2 marks)

· Head over the ball.

· Eye on the ball.

· None kicking foot in line / close to where the ball bounces / to assist with balance.

· Knee in line with ball as you make contact.

4) The above pupils are participating in a simple practice where they dribble close to the goal keeper and attempt to score a goal. Identify and explain the correct technique for dribbling in football (2 marks).

· Keep the ball close to your body / to help keep control of the ball.

· Use both feet / this makes it harder for the opposition to position themselves to take the ball from you.

· Use the inside and outside of your feet/ this assists with keeping control of the ball / and makes it harder for the opposition to position themselves to take the ball from you.

5) After watching the clips ‘A’ and ‘B’ which one do you think shows the better goalkeeping technique? For full marks you must justify / give reasons for your choice (2 marks).

· Clip B / because the goalkeeper comes off his line and closes down the angle. / This means the attacker has less time to shoot and the area of the goal he has to shoot has been reduced.

6) The clip above contains footage of an attacker heading the ball across goal to one of his teammates. Give 3 simple teaching points you might give a Y6 pupil if you were coaching them how to head the ball correctly (3 marks).

· Eye on the ball.

· Use of forehead to make contact with the ball.

· Arms can be used to help gain height when you jump / and help with balance.

· Use neck muscles to help push head forwards to meet the ball /increasing the power of the header.

7) The video footage shows a clip from a 6-aside game at the end of a training session. The game is becoming very scrappy with neither team keeping possession of the ball for very long. If you were the coach involved, how could you condition the game to improve the standard of play? Explain your answer (2 marks).

· Condition the game so the ball has to be played below head height. / This would mean players would have to pass the ball along the floor more often / helping them keep possession of the ball for longer.

8) In terms of evaluating both the teams involved in this training game, what would be your main criticism with regards to their general performance as a TEAM? What do they both need to do to improve the quality of football being played? (2 marks).

· It is clear that more communication is needed. / They need to take more care when in possession of the ball, not rushing the pass.

· They need to pass the ball around more often / instead of trying to dribble around the opponents and losing possession.

· The team with possession needs to lift their heads up when with the ball / in order to look for space and find teammates.

· Players not on the ball when a teammate is in possession need to attack free spaces on the pitch / to enable them to have a better chance of scoring.

· More width and depth is needed to help stretch the defence / spread out the defenders to create more space for attackers.

9) The above practice was set up to try and get the players to use the width of the pitch more in match situations. As a coach, how would you progress this practice to make it more competitive and ‘match specific’? Explain your answer (2 marks).

· Introduce a defender to close down the ball / in order to make it more competitive.

· Introduce 2 defenders to close down the ball / in order to make it more ‘match specific’.

· By introducing defenders into the practice it make s the attackers choose the better pass, / which would make the practice more ‘match specific’.

10) The two images above are snap shots of two performers about to strike the ball as part of a shooting practice. Which performer (A or B) do you think has the best technique? In your answer you must justify / give reasons for your choice (2 marks).

· Performer ‘A’ has the best technique / because their arms are abducted from the body giving them more balance. / Their standing leg is further away from the ball so they are not ‘bunched up’ which means it is easier to vary the type of shot at goal he takes. / Their striking foot is further back from the ball. / This will allow them to generate more power in the shot.
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1) The clip above shows the ‘pass back rule’ coming into play during a game situation.

a) Explain in full the meaning of the pass back rule (1 mark)

· If the team in possession of the ball passes the ball back to their goalkeeper the ball may not be picked up by the goalkeepers’ hands. 

b) What will / should the referee award if a pass back occurs during a game? (1 mark).

· An indirect free-kick to the attacking side from where the goalkeeper picked the ball up.

2) During the video clip a hand ball offence is committed during a practice game.

a) Will the awarding free-kick be ‘direct’ or ‘indirect? (1 mark)

· Direct

b) What is the main difference between a direct and indirect free-kick? (1 mark)

· With a direct free-kick you can shoot immediately / before anyone else touches the ball. / With an indirect free-kick you must first pass the ball before a shot can be taken at goal.

3a)
Name the technical offence that has been committed by the player in the red bib (attacking player). (1 mark).

· The player in the red bib is offside.

3b)
What will / should the referee (or assistant referee in full game) award once this decision has been given? (1 mark)

· An indirect free-kick should be awarded to the opposition from where the offside occurred.

4) The above clip shows a goalkeeper practicing to save the ball in a ‘one on one’ situation. Officially, in a full 11 v 11 game, if a goalkeeper was to come out of his 18-yard area and illegally tackle the player (take out the player not the ball) in a ‘one on one’ situation, what should the referees decision be? Explain your answer (2 marks).
· The goalkeeper should be given a red card and sent from the field. The attacking team would then be given a direct free-kick from the place where the offence was committed. / The reason why this is deemed a red card offence is because it is classed as a goal scoring opportunity that has been taken away from an attacking player due to foul play.
