

= TEACHER MARK SCHEME
The following mark scheme should be used when marking pupils’ video assessment analysis papers. The allocated marking should be used as a guide when awarding marks. Teachers should also use their professional judgment and award other suitable examples or explanations to the video assessment footage.

1a)
Click on the video clip above. State 3 clear teaching points you would use when teaching a chest pass in netball (3 marks).
· From 2-handed catching position, push ball straight through to receiver

· Straight arms no elbows (chicken wings)

· Step into pass

1b)
In what situation during a game would this pass be most effectively used? (1 mark).

· Short distance pass / into the shooting circle

2a)
After watching the video clip, state the main weakness in performance associated with both teams overall game play (1 mark).

· Spacing of the players / all the players are following the ball

2b
If you were to take one of these teams for a training session the day after this game, what could you do to improve the area of weakness identified in Q2a? (2 marks).
· Sit the players down and explain the importance of spreading the play / and using the width of the court.

· Mark out designated areas of the court so players are not tempted to all follow the ball.

3a)
The clip above shows an example of a performer practicing her shooting technique. State 3 clear teaching points that you would use for teaching a pupil the correct shooting technique (3 marks).

· Ball held high on fingers

· Feet apart for balance

· Push up through knees, hands and fingers, follow through with fingers after shot.

3b)
Shooting practice can often be a tedious/boring skill to practice. Outline a possible shooting drill that could be used to help Goal Attacks improve their shooting success rate. Justify your decision in terms of the benefits your drill would bring to the performer (2 marks).

· Motivate players by setting targets on accuracy, how many goals out of 10 attempts.  

· 2 points for scoring without touching the ring, 1 point for scoring and touching the ring.

4a)
The clip above shows someone performing a shoulder pass during a netball practice drill. State 3 clear teaching points that you would use when teaching a shoulder pass (3 marks).

· Spread fingers of dominant hand behind the ball. 

· Second hand steadies the ball.

· Take the ball back at shoulder height

· Step towards receiver, follow through with throwing hand, arm parallel with ground.

4b)
In what situation during a game could this pass be effectively used? (1 mark).

· Across court / long strong pass for distance and power.

4c)
Suggest one advantage and one disadvantage of using this pass in a game situation (2 marks).

· Advantage - strong hard pass covers court distance.

· Disadvantage - could be intercepted easily if the pass lacks power / the defence often have time to get to the player about to receive the pass.

5)
In netball attacking players need to use a variety of different methods for getting free from their opponents. Outline two methods a player could use to get free from their opponent (2marks).
· Dodging method / changing direction at pace.

· Sprint and stop / change of pace.
