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= TEACHER MARK SCHEME
The following mark scheme should be used when marking pupils’ video assessment analysis papers. The allocated marking should be used as a guide when awarding marks. Teachers should also use their professional judgment and award other suitable examples or explanations to the video assessment footage.

1) Click on the video clip above. Provide one positive and one negative evaluative point with regards to the above performance (2 marks).
Positive

· Performer is on her toes and alert.

· Performer is in the ready position.

Negative

· Feet and body facing forwards as she makes contact with the ball

· Bent arm when racket makes contact with the ball.

2) Which of the above performers (A or B) are demonstrating a serve in tennis using the correct technique? Explain your answer using the correct terminology (3 marks).

· Clip B

· The performer in clip B is not in control of the initial phase of the serve / the toss-up.

· Performer A’s step’s over the baseline committing a foot fault.

· Performer A does not make contact with the tennis ball with an extended arm.

· Performer A hits the ball as it is on its way down / at the wrong height for a successful serve to be completed.
3) The video clip above shows a performer using two hands to play a shot during a game.

a) As a coach, when in a game might you advise your performer to play a two handed shot? (1 mark)
· When wanting to put extra power into a shot.

· For a forehand or backhand drive.

b) Provide one advantage and one disadvantage of playing a two handed shot in tennis (2 marks).
Advantage 

· You can gain more power making it harder for your opponent to return the ball.

Disadvantage

· You limit your options. E.g. There are certain shots (e.g. drop shot) that are difficult to play using two hands.

· There is not always enough time to react and get in position to play a two handed shot.

4a)
Name the recognised tennis shot that wins the player nearest the camera the point in this game? (1 mark)

· Backhand lob (accept lob).

4b)
Provide and explain one teaching point on how to successfully complete this shot in a game situation (1 mark).

· Take racket back early.

· Make a smooth connection between backswing and forehand     swing.

· Step into the shot transferring body weight onto leading foot.

5a)
Clip ‘A’ shows a performer trying to improve her volleying technique in a practice situation. Provide and explain what you feel is the most important teaching point with regards to a successful volley shot in tennis (1 mark).

· Step into the shot transferring weight onto leading foot.

· Demonstrate a punching / blocking action, holding the racket still once contact with the ball has been made (no follow through).

· Make contact with the ball approximately level with the front foot.

5b)
Watch video clip ‘B’ and explain what you think is wrong with his volleying technique (1 mark).

· Feet positioning: They are both square on to the net and shoulders width apart. One foot should be in front of the other.

· Racket positioning: It is in front of the body when it should come behind him to start with to help build momentum for the shot.

6)
Watch the two clips of a doubles pair playing in a game.

a)
If you were coaching the above doubles partnership, what would be the first thing you would say to them with regards to the main thing that is wrong with their performance? (1mark).

· Their positioning on court is incorrect. 

· They are standing in similar positions on court.

· Poor communication. / There is no call as to who wanted to play the shot.

b)
With regards to player positioning in doubles tennis, state and explain a possible tactic that could be used by the above partnership (1 mark).

· One player should be at the back of the court while the other should be standing at the front of the court (baseline and service line).

7)
The video clip above demonstrates a common error in performance of a novice tennis player when attempting a basic forehand shot. State what this error is and why she will have problems returning the ball if her technique is not changed (2 marks).

· She is standing square on to the net / facing forwards while she should be sideways on to the net.

· The angle of the racket is incorrect, / she makes contact with the ball when the racket head is pointing upwards.

8)
The video clip above shows part of a rally during a competitive game of tennis. In terms of overall game tactics, what are BOTH players FAILING to do? Furthermore, suggest how both players could be more successful with regards to increasing the number of points they score
(2 marks).

· They are not putting pressure on their opponents / attacking them.

· They are playing forehand shot’s to each other instead of testing their opponents by making them play a variety of shots.

9)
The video clip above shows a pupil practicing his forehand in a practice situation. Pick a positive evaluative point from his technique and explain how it will help him in a game situation (1 mark).

· Maintains balance throughout.

· He has taken his racket back early.

· Gets in correct position early.
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1)     Watch the video clip of a competitive game of tennis.

a) Is the shot that is played before the video clip stops in or out? (1 mark)

· OUT

b) Is there a situation in tennis when the decision on whether the above shot is in or out may be different? (1 mark)

· This shot would be called ‘IN’ if it was a doubles match.

2)  Look at the IMAGE (no video clip) of a player performing a serve in a game situation. The ball landed in his opponent’s service box and the game continued. If you were umpiring the above game, would you allow the game to continue (state yes or no)? Explain your decision (2 marks) 

· NO / because a foot fault has occurred.

3) Watch the above video clip of a competitive game. The clip stops halfway through a rally. If you were umpiring the above game, in reference to the last shot played by the player furthest away from the camera, would you allow the point to continue from where the clip stops (state yes or no)? Explain your answer (2 marks).

· NO / because the ball bounces twice.

4) The video clip above shows a performer hitting the net when attempting his first service. Explain what would happen if, as part of the performer’s first service during a later point, the ball hit the net but dropped into his opponent’s service box? (2 marks).

· The performer would get a second chance at the first service. This is called a ‘let’.

5) From the diagram above, what is the name of the area of the court marked ‘a’ and the line marked ‘b’? (2 marks)

· A = Service box

· B = Baseline.
