	Introduction

	Discuss favourite bands with the children. How do you think they wrote the piece of music? What might they have used as stimuli? Explain that a composer called Saint – Saens composed a piece of music called carnival of the animals. Discuss what this might be about. Play various sections of the piece and children try to guess which animal is being interpreted. http://www.last.fm/music/Camille+Saint-Sa%C3%ABns/Saint-Saens+-+The+Carnival+Of+Animals   


	Activities


	Introduce the mood section from Musical Mysteries to the children http://www.bbc.co.uk/northernireland/schools/4_11/music/mm/index.shtml
Play the activity with the children.

Discuss with the children which everyday objects make sounds especially around the school environment. Explain that we will be using these objects for our stimulus for creating a composition 
Children to walk around the school with digital cameras taking pictures of every day objects that make sound.

· Please note that at some point before the next lesson children will need to have uploaded their pictures and print them off – if necessary due to cost children can choose the picture they want to use before the next lesson


	Plenary

	Discuss with the children the objects they have chosen to take a picture of and discuss the sounds they make. Discuss the objective with the children. Can they answer the key question? Explain that next week we will be using these pictures to create sounds
