Medium Term Plan Subject Music Exploring Musical Processes.                          


	Curriculum Covered

	Experiences/Activities

Lesson 1 

Discuss with the children how music is composed from a variety of stimulus. Play ‘Carnival of the Animals’ by Saint – Saens. Ask the children if they can identify which animal was being interpreted by the music. Play Musical Mysteries with the children (Mood section) and ask them to identify which CD is being played. Discuss with the children which everyday objects make sounds especially around the school environment. 
Use the digital camera to take pictures of objects that make sounds to use during this music topic. 
Lesson 2 
Show the children the pictures that were taken the previous week. Discuss with the children what sound s these objects make. Children to work in pairs. Each pair to have a picture and to annotate it with the sounds that it can make.
Children have a variety of instruments and as a group choose the instruments best suited for describing the sounds of their picture. Teacher to work with L.A.

 Lesson 3
Show the children a musical score (Morton Subotnick’s Creating Music) Discuss how when a musician is playing the music they are reading from a score. Play the music and the children follow the score as best as they can.
Show the children a very simple score using signs as the notation. Children have instruments and play along with the score. Explain to the children that this is called a graphic score and that we are going to be learning how to write and use on in the next lesson. 
Lesson4
Discuss steady beat with the children using the virtual keyboard as an aid. Recap ‘Carnival of the Animals’ with the children. Explain that everyday objects make sounds and these can be used for composition. Play Musical Mysteries (Rhythm section). Explain that we are now going to create a rhythm based composition using the beat machine. (explain graphic score)
Tell the children the activity they are going to be carrying out – creating a composition using a graphic score for the picture that they took using the digital camera. Four c/ren work on the computer using the beat machine.

Bring the children together and allow them to play their piece using the metronome to keep the steady beat.
