Key Question

How does a musician know what notes to play?


	Objectives
Understand that music sometimes  needs to be written in order to play it

	Introduction

	If an instrumentalist, play a piece of music to the children using a score to follow rather than by memory. If not then show http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=FN7or677Zl4&feature=related  an orchestra playing Star Wars. Ask the children how a musician knows what to play. Explain to the children that all musicians read from a score.


	Activities


	Show the children a musical score (Morton Subotnick’s Creating Music) from http://www.creatingmusic.com/  Play the music and the children follow the music on the score.

Introduce a blank graphic score to the children (see resources) on the interactive whiteboard. Explain that sometimes musicians use a graphic score and this is where symbols can be used instead of actual musical notes. 

Complete the graphic score and demonstrate following it with an instrument.

Give instruments to the children and let them play the instruments following the symbols on the graphic score. At first count the beats as the children play leading up to the children counting in their head. 

Ask for volunteers to come and complete the graphic score for the rest of the class to follow.

Split the children into groups and ask for a conductor to conduct which group to play where and when. 


	Plenary

	Recap with the children the difference between a notation score and a graphic score and why musicians need to use a score.


	Assessment
Do the children understand that musicians use a score to read music from?
