This lesson will take some additional organisation in terms of grouping your students.  However it is helpful as it gives students an understanding of however it is useful to give students an understanding of where they can gain marks and how to gain marks.    It is also useful if you set your room up like a real standardisation meeting by putting the groups onto their own tables, giving groups numbers and maybe providing some mints or sweets on tables. 

Some time shortly after this session you can either allow students to peer assess their papers from the previous lesson, or mark them yourself and ensure they know what mark they received and how they can improve their marks.
