	Lesson Objective/s: 
· To revise what the children already know about materials

· To introduce the scientific vocabulary that will be used in this unit


	Teaching Strategies/Pupil Tasks

	Introduction
Give each group of children a selection of materials, 2 hoops and pieces of paper cut into strips (for labeling).

Ask each group to classify the materials by putting them into the hoops – these are set up like a Venn Diagram.  The different sections need to be labeled.

Each group then selects a spokesperson who stays with their hoops and the rest of the group rotate around the other groups with the spokesperson explaining how they sorted their materials.  

When the children have been around all the different groups they return to their starting position and feedback to the spokesperson on what they have seen.


	Main Activity

Show the Vocabulary PPT, explaining that these are the special scientific words they are going to use throughout this unit.  Give further explanation with examples if needed.
Demonstrate how to make a mini book.  Children copy and make a book each and stick inside their science book for future reference.
Children fill in the mini book by writing a key word, its meaning and an illustration on each page.
