	Teaching Strategies/ Pupil Tasks 

	Introduction

Quickly review the plenary of yesterday’s lesson – predicting what the temperature in the 3 bowls would be in 24 hours time.  Using a thermometer take the reading in the three bowls.  Children complete the last section of the What happens next? sheet.  
Using their talking partners children discuss the different result, comparing their predictions and the actual.

As a whole class feed back and explain the results.
